Gregoire’s in Slovakia 

Praise: The Gregoire’s daughter Rosie was just married last Friday! 
 
Pray that God would equip and mightily use Roman, a new pastor to the Roma 
in Slovakia. From Dan Gregoire…. 
 “Roman is now an ordained pastor in the Slovak Cirkev Bratska (Evangelical 
Free Church of Slovakia). 

Despite barely completing the 8th grade, he finished 3 years of 
theological studies and practical ministry experience. He wrote his final thesis 
on the topic of sanctification. It shows in his preaching, which always presents 
the Gospel. 

The challenge now is to surround Roman with qualified and capable 
Roma men who will work with him to lead the Roma church to be 
planted and self-sufficient.  

Roman has a big heart for his people and he and others from their church 
plant have already begun reaching out to other Roma communities.”
